Testing will be held May 4th, 5th,
and 6th, from 9:00a to 12:00pm, all three days for grades 2 through 8, and from 1:00p - 4:00p on
Monday and Tuesday only, for grades 9 - 12. All grades are asked to bring #2 pencils and scratch pa-
per, with the 3rd grade, specifically, being asked to bring a ruler. As in the past, grades 2 through 8
may bring a 10 minute snack each day. (Please, 6-80z beverages, only!!)

The location will be the Lutheran Church of the Redeemer, located on the corner of Pierce and Ingle-
side Avenues in Macon. Cost will be $55.00 per student, which includes test, tax, shipping and han-
dling for all phases, contribution to Redeemer for the use of its facilities, and a small administration
fee.
