A massive diesel, four wheel drive, pick-up truck was
parked at my mail box. It wasn't a monster truck, but it was BIG.

Once | was able to stop listening to the sound of his voice and actually hear his words, | gave him
directions to a land company. He was really lost. Unfortunately, he didn't believe me. He repeated my
directions then fooled around with the map on his computer, bewildered by the fact the map didn't
agree with the directions of the 'local' who lived there. He was polite, but it was obvious he was going
to trust his GPS system. He must have been late for his appointment, because he spun the tires and
spit gravel as he sped down the road. By the time | got back in the car, he was long gone. About
three miles outside of town, | passed his truck parked on the side of the road.
